Kiiresellesme ve bolgesel ekonomik entegrasyon siiregleri, lojistik altyapinin uluslararas:
ticaretteki roliinii daha da belirgin hale getirmistir. 2020 yilinda imzalanan Bolgesel Kapsamli
Ekonomik Ortaklik (RCEP) Anlasmasi, diinya niifusunun yaklasik “unu ve kiiresel ticaretin
ticte birini kapsamasi bakimindan, uluslararas: ekonomi literatiiriinde énemli bir ¢alisma
alan1 olmustur. Bu ¢alismada, RCEP fiyesi {lilkelerde konteyner liman trafi§i ve layner
tasimaciigin ihracat performans: ile lojistik performansi {izerindeki etkileri analiz
edilmektedir. Arastirmada bagiml degiskenler olarak ihracat ve Lojistik Performans Endeksi
(LPI) kullanilirken, bagimsiz degiskenler olarak konteyner liman trafigi (TEU bazinda) ve
Layner Tasimaciligi (LSCI) dikkate alinmistir. 2007-2022 donemine ait veriler Diinya Bankasi
ve UNCTAD veri tabanlarindan elde edilmistir. Sonu¢ olarak, RCEP f{ilkelerinde lojistik
altyapmin giiclendirilmesi ve layner tagimaciik aglarmin gelistirilmesi, bolgesel
entegrasyonun ticari faydalarmin siirdiiriilebilirligini destekleyen temel unsurlar arasinda
degerlendirilmektedir.

The Impact of Container Port Traffic and Liner Transport on Export and Logistics Performance in the
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Abstract

Globalization and regional economic integration processes have further highlighted the role
of logistics infrastructure in international trade. The Regional Comprehensive Economic
Partnership (RCEP), signed in 2020, has become a significant field of study in the
international economics literature, as it covers approximately 30% of the world's population
and one-third of global trade. This study analyzes the impacts of container port traffic and
liner shipping on export and logistics performance in RCEP member countries. Exports and
the Logistics Performance Index (LPI) are used as dependent variables, while container port
traffic (TEU-based) and liner shipping (LSCI) are considered as independent variables. Data
for the period 2007-2022 were obtained from the World Bank and UNCTAD databases.
Consequently, strengthening logistics infrastructure and developing liner shipping networks
in RCEP countries are considered among the key elements supporting the sustainability of
the trade benefits of regional integration.
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
