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Post-Pandemic Logistics Sector: A Situational Analysis in the World and Tiirkiye

Abstract

The COVID-19 pandemic profoundly disrupted global logistics, causing supply chain
breakdowns, container shortages, and sharp cost increases. Simultaneously, the surge
in e-commerce significantly boosted logistics demand, accelerating investment in
warehousing and last-mile delivery solutions. In the post-pandemic era, digitalization,
artificial intelligence, big data analytics, and automation have become central to
logistics operations. In Tiirkiye, e-commerce expanded its share of total trade to 20.3%,
while logistics services exports reached USD 35 billion in 2023, accounting for nearly
40% of the country’s services exports. The Russia-Ukraine War further destabilized
global trade flows, underlining the strategic importance of railway and multimodal
transport investments for Tiirkiye. Today, the sector’s competitiveness depends on
firms ability to adopt technology-driven and sustainability-oriented innovations.
Leveraging its geopolitical position, Tiirkiye is strengthening its role as a potential
global logistics hub.
