Gelismis
iilkelerde bile temel ihtiyag iirlinlerinin iilke igerisinde yeterince iiretilmez hale
geldigi ve liretimin ¢ok uzak iilkelere kaydigi goriilebildi. Pandemi “Yakinda
Uretim” olarak isimlendirilen yeni bir kavram yaratt1 ve iilkelerin pandemi sonrasi
ekonomi ve kalkinma stratejilerini belirlerken bu hususu mutlaka degerlendirmeye
almalarn gerektigini ortaya koydu. Ticaret Bakanlhg: tarafindan 13 Nisan 2024
tarihinde yayinlanan biiltende, lojistik ve tagimacilik sektoriimiiziin ulastifl pazar
bliytikliigliniin yiiz milyar USD olmasi ile global lojistik pazarindan %2,5 pay
almasiyla diinya siralamasinda on birinci olmay1 basarmistir. Bu calismada, pandemi
stirecinin lojistik sektoriine olan etkilerinin uluslararas: ve ulusal basliklar altinda
Ozetlenmesinin yaninda Tiirkiye’de lojistik sektoriiniin gelecegi konusunda yorum
agirlikl bilgi ve degerlendirmelere yer verilmistir.

The Effects of the Pandemic on the Logistics Sector and the Future of the Logistics Sector in Tiirkiye

Abstract

We have once again witnessed during the pandemic that logistics constitutes a
strategic sector. The fact that a product does not truly “belong” to its producer unless
it can be delivered to the customer on time has left a significant mark on the global
economy. Moreover, the pandemic revealed the necessity for countries to produce
essential goods within their own borders or at the very least, in proximate regions
under adverse conditions. Even in highly developed economies, it became evident
that essential goods were no longer sufficiently manufactured domestically and that
production had shifted to distant countries. The pandemic thus gave rise to a new
concept, termed “Nearshoring” demonstrating that this factor must be taken into
serious consideration in shaping post-pandemic economic and development
strategies. According to the bulletin published by the Ministry of Trade on April 13,
2024, the Turkish logistics and transportation sector has reached a market size of 100




billion USD, securing a 2.5% share in the global logistics market and thereby ranking
eleventh worldwide. This study not only summarizes the effects of the pandemic on
the logistics sector at both international and national levels but also presents
commentary-based insights and assessments regarding the future trajectory of the
logistics industry in Tiirkiye.
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
